Exterior Work Completed!!!

In the last issue of CNN, we reported that a decisive deadline was
approaching to obtain the necessary matching funds in order to secure
grant funds set aside for the completion of the exterior restoration and
preservation of the Cockayne Farmhouse. Happily we report that the
deadline was met and the entire grant funds set aside were obtained.
Durable Restoration Company began work on the farmhouse in late
summer and in November their worl
included removing all windows and shutters and sending them to their
restoration facilities in Columbus, Ohio. Paint was stripped from the
exterior of the farmhouse and the siding was repaired or replicated.
Sills and jams were also repaired and of course the entire exterior
painted. Architectural services for the exterior work were provided by
Heritage Architectural Associates and Pozell Contracting provided
voluntary oversight of the construction work. A small celebration was
held on November 9" to celebrate this great accomplishment and to
thank the people who helped obtain the funding to make it possible.
Words cannot describe how wonderful the Cockayne Farmhouse now
looks! Senators Jeff Kessler and Larry Edgell admire the restored
windows at left.

And on our Wish List was lighting to surround the house and show off
its beautiful exterior at night as well as to protect it from vandalism.
And let there be light! Thanks to Pozell Contracting for providing the
wished-for lighting.

With the exterior work on the Cockayne Farmhouse completed, the
committee now turns its attention to the restoration and preservation of
the interior of the farmhouse. As the exterior work was being
completed, notification was received that the Cockayne Project has
been awarded another Tea-21 Enhancement grant of $164,000 for work
on the inside of the farmhouse, which would include climate control,
which is crucial in providing stabilization for the valuable artifacts and
documents inside the house.
